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INTERNATIONAL CODES OF CHINESE HERBARIA

Abstract The International Association of Plant Taxonomy has issued an Index
Herbariorum for all public herbaria of the world. Each herbarium is given a code
consisting of one to several English alphabets. A total of fifty-one Chinese herbaria
were registered in the seventh edition of Index Herbariorum, including forty-seven
listed under the People’s Republic of China, three under Taiwan, and one under Hong
Kong. It is proposed that editors of publications on plant systematics should take the
liberty to amend all herbarium citations in articles accepted for publication with the
codes registered in Index Herbariorum, and that the Chinese Society of Botany should
collaborate with the International Association of Plant Taxonomy to update or add
information on all Chinese herbaria.
