Abstract: 61 species of bryophytes belonging to 34 penera and 19 Families were reported in
Neilingding island Nature Reserve, Guangdong province, China. Among them, 3 species of
liverworts and 10 species of mosses are new to Guangdong province. The comparison of the
bryoflora of Neilingding island and that of its neighboring regions, e.g. Chebaling, Heishiding,
Dinghushan and Manling, etc. shows that the bryoflora of Neilingding island has some specific
characteristics because of its particular geographical position and complex landform.
