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Abstract: The seed plant’s flora of Yunlong reservoir area has 446 species (including subspecies and var. spe-
cies) in 299 genera and 117 families, In this flora, the amount of the cosmopolitan genera is 35, being 11, 70
percent of the total genera. The amount of tropical genera is 109, being 41. 29 percent of the total genera (ex-
cluding those cosmopolitan genera, the same below), The amount of temperate genera is 151, being 57. 20 per-
cent of the total genera. The amount of endemic in China genera is 4,being 1. 51 percent of the total genera.
The composition of this flora is complicated. The diversity of this flora is very rich. The flora is basically sub-
tropical in nature with abundant temperate elements.
